2. Thistool is not intended to be used for metal
brushing and cutting operations. The use of
this tool for unintended applications may cause
hazards and injuries to people.

3. The tool must be used with accessories that have
been specifically designed or recommended by
the manufacturer. Affixing accessories to the
tool does not guarantee a safe operation; read
the following additional instructions.

4. The rated speed of the accessories must be

at least equivalent to the maximum speed
specified on the tool. Using the accessories at
speeds above the rated one, may cause them to
break or be projected into the air.

. The external diameter and thickness of the

accessories must match the specifications of
the tool. Accessories with incorrect dimensions
cannot be adequately protected or controlled.

. The configuration of accessories must match

the tool. The use of accessories that cannot
be perfectly fited on the tool may result in
imbalance, excessive vibrations and loss of
control of the tool.

. Do not use damaged accessories. Before

use, inspect all the accessories. Inspect the
supporting pads and verify there are no cracks,
tears or excessive wear. If the tool or accessory



has fallen, verify that they are not damaged
or install a new accessory. After inspecting or
installing an accessory, test the operation of
the tool at maximum speed and without load for
one minute, keeping at a safety distance. If the
accessories are damaged, they will break during
this test

8. Wearpersonal protective equipment. Depending
on application, use face shield, safety goggles
or safety glasses. As appropriate, wear dust
mask, hearing protectors, gloves and workshop
apron capable of stopping small abrasive or
workpiece fragments. The eye protection must
be capable of stopping flying debris generated
by various operations.

9. Keepbystanders a safe distance away from work
area.

cutting accessory may contact hidden wiring
or its own cord. Cutting accessory contacting
a “live” wire may make exposed metal parts of
the power tool “live” and shock the operator.

Position the cord clear of the spinning
accessory. If you lose control, the cord may be
cut or snagged and your hand or arm may be
pulled into the spinning accessory.

Never lay the power tool down until the
accessory has come to a complete stop. The
spinning accessory may grab the surface and
pull the power tool out of your control.

Do not run the power tool while carrying it at
your side. Accidental contact with the spinning
accessory could snag your clothing, pulling
the accessory into your body.

Regularly clean the power tool's air vents.
The motor’'s fan will draw the dust inside
the housing and excessive accumulation of
powdered metal may cause electrical hazards.
Do not operate the power tool near flammable
materials. Sparks could ignite these materials.

Do not use accessories that require liquid
coolants. Using water or other liquid coolants
may result in electrocution or shock.

FURTHER SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR ALL OPERATIONS

KICKBACK AND RELATED WARNINGS

Kickback is a sudden reaction to a pinched or
snagged rotating wheel, backing pad, brush or
any other accessory. Pinching or snagging causes
rapid stalling of the rotating accessory which in turn
causes the uncontrolled power tool to be forced in
the direction opposite of the accessory’s rotation at
the point of the binding.

For example, if a polishing pad or sanding disc
is snagged or pinched by the workpiece, the
edge of the pad or disc that is entering into the
pinch point can dig into the material causing the
pad or disc to climb out or kick out. The pad or
disc may either jump toward or away from the
operator depending on direction of the pad’'s or
discs movement at the point of pinching. Polishing
pads and sanding discs may also break under these
conditions.

Kickback is the result of tool misuse and/or
incorrect operating procedures or conditions and
can be avoided by taking proper precautions as
given below:

1) Maintain a firm grip on the power tool and
position your body and arm to allow you to
resist kickback forces. Always use auxiliary
handle, if provided, for maximum control over 4

kickback or torque reaction during start up. The
operator can control torque reaction or kickback
forces, if proper precautions are taken.

Never place your hand near the rotating
accessory. Accessory may kickback over your
hand.

Do not position your body in the area where
power tool will move if kickback occurs.
Kickback will propel the tool in direction
opposite to the wheel’'s movement at the point
of snagging.

Use special care when working corners and
sharp edges. Avoid bouncing and snagging the
accessory. Corners, sharp edges or bouncing
have a tendency to snag the rotating accessory
and cause loss of control or kickback.

Do not attach a saw chain, woodcarving blade
or toothed saw blade. Such blades create
frequent kickback and loss of control.

Do not use excessively oversized sanding
discs. Sanding discs extending beyond the
sanding pad presents a laceration hazard and
may cause snagging, tearing of disc, or kick-
back.



ADDITIONAL SPECIFIC SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR POLISHER/SANDERS

Always use eye protection. All user and
bystanders must wear eye protection that
conforms to Z87.1.

Clean out your tool often, especially after heavy
use. Dust and grit containing metal particles
often accumulate on interior surfaces and
could create an electric shock hazard.

Do not operate this tool for long periods of time.
Vibration caused by the operating action of this
tool may cause permanent injury to fingers,
hands and arms. Use gloves to provide extra
cushion, take frequent rest periods and limit
daily time of use.

Air vents often cover moving parts and should
be avoided. Loose clothes, jewelry or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

An extension cord must have adequate wire
size (AWG or American Wire Gauge) for
safety. The smaller the gauge number of the
wire, he greater the capacity of the cable,
that is 16 gauge has more capacity than 18
gauge. An undersized cord will cause a drop

in line voltage resulting in loss of power and
overheating. When using more than one
extension to make up the total length, be sure
each individual extension contains at least
the minimum wire size. The following table
shows the correct size to use depending on
cord length and nameplate ampere rating. If in
doubt, use the next heavier gauge. The smaller
the gauge number, the heavier the cord.

Minimum Gauge for Cord Sets

Your risk from these exposures varies, depending
on how often you do this type of work. To reduce
your exposure to these chemicals work in a well
ventilated area and work with approved safety
equipment such as those dust masks that are
specially designed to filter out microscopic particles.

m CAUTION: Should your tool fail to start, check to make sure the prongs on the cord plug are making

good contact in the outlet. Also check for blown fuses or open circuit breakers in the line.



REPLACING THE POLISHING PAD OR SANDING DISC

A CAUTION: Pull the used polishing pad or sanding disc off and apply the new one pressing it onto

the backing plate.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

A WARNING: Before mounting or replacing application tools or accessories, pull the power plug. This

preventive safety measure rules out the danger of injuries through accidental starting of the power tool.

MOUNTING THE AUXILIARY SIDE HANDLE, AND D-HANDLE

Screw the auxiliary side handle tightly onto the left or right side of the power tool, depending on the
working method. Mount the gear housing cover onto the gear case, put on the D-handle and tighten
with screws.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

A WARNING: Before mounting or replacing application tools or accessories, pull the power plug. This

preventive safety measure rules out the danger of injuries through accidental starting of the power tool.

SWITCHING ON and OFF

A WARNING: First check that the power cord and plug are not damaged. CAUTION: Always hold the
power tool firmly, otherwise, you could lose control over the power tool.

SWITCHING ON

To start the polisher, squeeze the ON/OFF trigger switch to power it ON. The motor will start and take a

few moments to reach full operating speed. This is the soft-start function that allows you to spread the
polish on the surface to be polished slowly before the polisher reaches full operating speed.

OPERATING THE LOCK-ON FUNCTION
If you want to operate the polisher in the LOCKED-ON position, press the lock button whilst squeezing
the ON/OFF trigger switch, thus locking the switch in the ON position.

SWITCHING OFF
To turn the polisher OFF, release the ON/OFF trigger switch. If the ON/OFF trigger switch is in the

LOCKED-ON position, squeeze the trigger switch to release the lock button, then release the trigger to

stop the machine. WARNING: Always wait until the machine has come to a complete standstill
before putting it down.

SETTING THE SPEED

The speed can be variably adjusted by pushing the "+" and "-" buttons to increase or decrease
speed increments between 2000, 2500, 3000, 3500, 4000 to 4800 OPM (orbits per minute), which
is displayed on the center of the display screen. The polishing usage chart for each OPM speed
increment setting is listed on this manual's first page.

CARBON BRUSH INDICATOR LIGHT

When the indicator light on the top left side of the power tool display screen is green, it indicates
that the power is on and the power tool can work properly. When the indicator light is red, it will not
work properly. It indicates that the carbon brush has been consumed or the carbon brush is
damaged. At this time, the carbon brushes need to be replaced.

POLISHER WORKING HOURS

The indicator light on the bottom left side of the power tool display screen shows how many
working hours the polisher has been in use. This enables you to see the run time and assess
power tool servicing. The total working hours can be reset to 0 by pressing down the "-" button and
holding it for 3-4 seconds.

SERVICE INDICATOR LIGHT

When the indicator light on the top right side of the power tool display screen turns red, it indicates
that the polisher has been used for 80 working hours, and it is time to be serviced. A service and
maintenance check of carbon brushes, grease for the gear, switch, air vents, backing plate, etc.
The service light will go back to blue again when you press down the "+" and "-" buttons and hold
them for a few seconds.

CURRENT RUNNING TIME

The indicator light on the bottom right side of the power tool display screen shows how long the
polisher has been in continuous operation. This enables you to see the run time and assess the
power tool’s operation, as the power tool can overheat if it is left running too long or has been
running with an excessive load placed on it.



MAINTENANCE

Maintenance and cleaning of the inner parts like brushes, ball bearings, gears or others,
must be carried out only by an authorized customer service workshop.

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of injury, turn unit off and disconnect it form power source before
installing and removing accessories, before adjusting or when making repairs. Be sure the
switch is in the “OFF” position. An accidental start-up can cause injury.

CLEANING

A WARNING: Blow dirt and dust out of all air vents with clean, dry air at least once a week. To
minimize the risk of eye injury always wear ANSI Z87.1 performing this.

A WARNING: Never use solvents or other harsh chemicals for cleaning the non-metallic parts for
the tool. These chemicals may weaken the plastic materials used in these parts. Use a cloth

dampened only with water and mild soap. Never let any liquid get inside the tool never immerse
any part of the tool into a liquid.
